Initially founded as Dubois Pére & Fils in 1776, Louis Roederer
inherited the company from his uncle in 1833, renamed it
eponymously, and set out to target markets abroad, with

concentrated efforts in several countries, including Russia. Tsar

Nicholas Il nominated Louis Roederer as the official wine supplier
to the Imperial Court of Russia, though the Russian Revolution
and the U.S. Prohibition caused financial difficulties during the
early 20th century, Roederer was re-established as a leading
Grandes Marques producer and remains in descendants of
Rauzaud ownership. Cristal is a precursor prestige cuvée brand
and was made commercially available in 1945.

Louis Roederer Headquarters

The Roederer non-vintage cuvées include the Brut Premier, the demi-sec

Carte Blanche, all Pinot Noir and Chardonnay blended approximately in 2:1
proportion, with a small portion of Pinot Meunier. The vintage cuvées include
the Brut Vintage 2003, Rosé Vintage 2005, with Pinot Noir and Chardonnay in
an approximately 7:3 proportion,.The rosé is made by red wine addition rather
than by saignée method. The prestige cuvée Cristal, approximately an equal
blend of Chardonnay and Pinot Noir, which is also available as a rosé, which

contains more Pinot Noir and is also made by the addition of red wine.

Veuve Clicquot, Grande Dame, Ponsardin 1998

La Grande Dame is named in honour of Madame Clicquot — “La
Grande Dame de la Champagne” it is the ultimate embodiment
of her now legendary maxim: “One quality: the finest.” The
grapes come from eight of the top-rated Grands Crus villages,
and are carefully selected to give this wine a unique personality,
blending the power of Pinot Noir with the elegance of
Chardonnay. It has been aged for a minimum of six years in the
ancient chalk cellars of Veuve Clicquot, in order to develop its
complex aromas and subtle nuances.

Laurent Perrier Grande Siecle Alexandre Rose 1998

Only 100% rated Pinot Noir grapes are used in the process
known as "aignee-"apart from a small percentage of
Chardonnay added at the time of pressing. This Champagne
has a gentle pink colour with a deep, powerful, complex nose
that developsw into toasty honey aromas. This wine has carried
Laurent Perriers reputation for Rose Champagne to new
heights.

Lanson Extra Age Brut NV

To revive the tradition of Lanson Champagnes of the 19th and
early 20th centuries, Extra Age is a blend of Chardonnays and
Pinot Noirs selected only from Grands Crus and Premiers Crus
vineyards.
